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Report for the OKVRC Meeting of March 14th 2009

Spring is slowly coming to Oklahoma City, as about twenty OKVRC members, spouses and 
guests gathered on a slightly warm evening for OKVRC’s regular second Saturday of the month 
meeting at the Hometown Buffet restaurant in Oklahoma City. We enjoyed dinner from about 6:00 to 
7:00 PM in our private dining room. Club President Jim Collings then called the meeting to order at 
about 7:00. Some upcoming events, auctions and radio shows, including the VPRS auction in 
Grapevine, Texas were announced for the benefit of club members who might want to attend. Also 
discussed in some detail was the next month’s spring 2009 convention on Saturday, April 11th, at the 
Mid West City Community Center. Yes, that is Easter weekend, but it’s a great opportunity to have 
some fun with fellow collectors before Sunday’s activities with family and church. This is the biggest 
club event of the year, featuring a swap meet, silent auction, regular auction and contest. Start planning 
what items you need to hunt for, sell, auction, or enter in the contest. Also, try to interest as many 
people as possible in coming to the convention, and remind them admission as always, is free.

The topic for the evening’s programs was crystal radios. Most of us remember building one of 
these simple, no-batteries-required devices when we were kids. It’s easy to forget that crystal detectors 
were in the early days of radio, extremely common in commercial, military, and home usage. Before 
vacuum tube detectors became common and affordable, they were actually a step up from the even 
more primitive cohere, magnetic wire, and flame detectors. Crystal sets were very popular in the early 
twenties as radio broadcasting began, as a low cost alternative to expensive battery sets. To people who 
lived in an age before all of the technical marvels we take for granted today, a simple device that could 
snatch out of thin air a voice or song from hundreds of miles away must of seemed like pure magic. As 
more practical and affordable tube radios became commonplace, crystal sets became less common, but 
were still sold by a few manufacturers such as Philmore, and were often sold to young people in kit or 
pre-built form. Even today there are crystal set enthusiasts who build crystal sets with elaborate tuning 
systems, and hold DX’ing contests to see who can pull in the most distant stations.

Jim Collings brought several nice crystal sets from his personal collection to share with the 
club. The first was a BC14A military crystal set from about 1918. This was a very well built set with 
brass hardware and an elaborate tuning apparatus. Three American companies (Liberty, General Radio, 
and DeForest) built these sets based on a French design. Jim also brought in a 1921 Areiola Jr. crystal 
set, built by Westinghouse but sold under the RCA name. It uses a Paracon bi-mineral detector instead 
of the “cat’s whisker” detector used on most early crystal sets. Also displayed for us was a 1922 
DeForest “Everyman” set with plug-in coils for changing wavelength, and an enclosed cat’s whisker. 
Also from Jim’s collection we got to see a “Marvel” crystal set, once part of the famed Ralph 
Munchow collection. Other sets Jim brought in included a Federal Junior, built on a base like the desk 
telephones Federal built back in the early twenties, plus sets from Monarch, Steinite, Du-Wa, Howe, 
Jubilee, Metro, and Philmore. 

Frank Karner also brought in an interesting item to show to the club- a huge transmitting tube 
that was a gift from a neighbor. The gentleman who gave the tube to Frank was at an air base in France 
when Gary Powers landed there in his U2 spy plane shortly before flying his last flight over the Soviet 
Union. The tube is supposedly from Powers’ plane, but the type of tube seems unlikely to have been 
used in any plane that small. Still, it is an interesting story!

We concluded the meeting with the usual donation auction. Thanks to the generosity of several 
club members who brought in some really nice items, the quality of stuff we got to take home (and the 
amount of money raised by the club) was much better then usual. Several radios (including a nice 
Zenith Royal portable), flats of tubes, bags of capacitors, some speakers, a 19” rack mount chassis, 
several field cases for electronics, a mint condition tube caddy, unused bottles of Novus plastic polish, 
a “boat anchor” size military signal generator, a military VOM in a nice fitted case, and a large 
collection of radio magazines and literature all went home with club members.
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Thanks, Jim, for bringing in your crystal sets. And special thanks to those who brought in all 
the great stuff for the donation auction.

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A Solid-State Filter Choke or Field Coil Replacement

This month's contribution comes from Leigh Bassett, W3NLB (Laurel, MD). It's a circuit designed to replace the 
filter chokes and capacitors in sets where the originals are beyond salvage. The device should be especially useful 
for replacing open chokes in radios like the metal-box Atwater Kents. It can be built on a small PC board and 
installed in the power pack case after the original bad components have been removed. dko
This simple circuit provides a regulated output up to 350 volts and 100 mA. Ripple content of the output is 
essentially zero. Substituting the circuit for a filter choke or field coil in a radio costs less than $2. The output is set 
by changing a single resistor, or a variable resistor can be used.
At the heart of this high-tech marvel is 
the Supertex LR8N3 three-terminal 
regulator. Rated for input up to 450 
volts and output up to 400 volts, it can 
supply up to 10 mA of current. The 
device comes in a TO-92 plastic 
transistor package. Increased current 
capacity is provided by using the LR8 
output to drive the base of a TIP50 
power transistor, housed in a standard 
TO-220 package. With a minimum beta 
of 30 for the TIP50, the combination 
can supply up to 100 mA continuously.
In most applications, the pass transistor 
will not require a heat sink. For 
example, in a circuit with 50 volts 
differential across the TIP50 and 100 
mA load, the pass transistor is only 
dissipating 5 watts. The TIP50 is rated 
40 watts dissipation.
The metal tab of the TO-220 case is the 
collector, which is connected to the DC 
input in this circuit. If a heat sink is 
required, a suitable insulated mounting 
kit must be used.
The actual current capacity from the supply depends on the input-output voltage differential across the LR8 and the 
amount of current which it must supply to the pass transistor. The LR8 can supply up to 10 mA, but it is protected 
from both over-current and over-temperature conditions by internal circuitry.
The minimum input-output voltage differential across the LR8 is 12 volts. Therefore, the input voltage at the low-
point of the ripple should exceed the desired output by at least 15 volts, allowing for the base-emitter drop in the pass 
transistor. Increase the size of the input capacitor if needed to achieve this.
Note the limit of 375 volts peak input to the regulator. This is measured at the crest of the ripple waveform and 
insures that the components will not be damaged in the event of line voltage excursions.
As a replacement for a filter choke or field coil, the active regulator provides 60 Hz ripple suppression in excess of 60 
dB with only 1uF. of capacitance on the output. In the circuit presented here, the value should be greater than 66 dB 
due to the larger output capacitor and the 120 Hz. ripple frequency.
Output voltage is determined by the value of R102. The table below gives values for various outputs. The supply can 
also be made adjustable by replacing R102 with a 500k ohm potentiometer in series with a 75k ohm, 1% resistor.
